Policy and Procedure
Camp Information 
At YCA Camp-Can-I-Cook our objective is for campers to have an amazing experience! Our objective is to show students how to work with recipes, make tasty creations, to work as a team, learn kitchen safety and make new friends. YCA is not a culinary institute. Although, we teach basics in food prep, food handling, food presentation our ultimate goal is for campers to learn a very important life skill: how to safely prepare meals for themselves and their families. All of our camps are hands-on! However, there are times not every camper will get to do every step in the recipe. Campers have the opportunity to sample the recipes they create. However, please remember these are “tastings,” not meals. We encourage, never force, campers to try their creation. 

Cancellations for Enrolled Camp Session 

1. Due to staffing and supplies, there are no refunds for missed days due to illness. However, if availability allows you may switch to another day.

2. YCA reserves the right to cancel any camp not meeting the enrollment minimum of 5 students per camp. 


3. YCA reserves the right to cancel any day(s) of any program for any situation which might compromise the safety of our participants, their 
families, or our staff. In the event YCA needs to cancel a program YCA will schedule a make-up program. YCA does not refund for cancellations 
due to these circumstances.

Arrivals & Pick-Ups 
In order for the instructors to properly prepare for camp, please arrive no earlier than 5 minutes before scheduled time. Please walk your child into camp each day. 

Please be on time to pick your child up from camp. If you are more than 5 minutes late to pick your child up from class the following late pickup fees applies: 

6-10 minutes $5.00 

11-15 minutes - $10.00 

16 minutes and over $20
Your child may not return until these fees have been paid.

Sick Policy 
Students must be free of any/all of the following symptoms for a minimum of 24 hours to attend a cooking class: 100° or higher fever, vomiting, diarrhea, green/yellow mucus, pink eye, sore throat, severe allergies, or a severe cough. Remember we are working with food, so illness can spread quickly.
